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IN 2015, THE historical novel Grandma Danced in the Rain was published and cemented Trude Teige among 
international bestselling authors. Inspired by actual people and events, the book was nominated for the Norwegian 
Booksellers’ Prize and the trilogy has sold over 130,000 copies in Norway alone. It became one of the bestselling books 
in Germany in 2023 and remained on the bestseller list for over a year.
