Snorre’s
mother becomes mentally ill and is eventually hospitalized. The neighboring farmer
Rolleiv becomes important to Snorre, until something happens between them that
should never have happened. Snorre feels different. At times, he does not know

whether he is a boy, a girl, or an elf.
